· Can I draw information from a simple map?
· Can I recognise some similarities and differences between life in this country and life in other countries? 
· Can I explore the natural world around me?
· Can I recognise some environments that are different to the one where I live? 

Early Learning Goals (by the end of Reception children should) – Understanding the World
The Natural World 
ELG about The Natural World which will start to develop into NC place and location knowledge in Year 1 - Know some similarities and differences between the natural world around them and contrasting environments, drawing on their experiences and what has been read in class.
Kenya – CAFOD unit (Summer 2)
· What is the weather like in Spring/Summer/Autumn/Winter where I live? 
· What is the weather like in Kenya?
· What wildlife lives here?
· What wildlife lives in Kenya? Contrasting nocturnal woodland animals with Kenyan grassland (no trees) savannah (scarce trees).
· Do we have enough water here? Do people have enough water in Kenya? Link back to Kenya and less rain.
Tundra/snow forests animals/environment – Story time and discussion (fiction and non-fiction books). Can I name some animals that live in polar, tundra or evergreen forests? Can I show where these animals live on a globe? (being able to point to cold areas near north and south poles) How are the animals different to the animals that live here? (E.g. warm fur coat, white fur to hide in the snow). 
· The Bear that went Boo – David Walliams (Polar Bears), The Way Home for Wolf – Rachel Bright (wolves, narwhals, walrus, arctic fox, moose), Lost and Found - Oliver Jeffers (penguins)
Oceans inc. coral reefs - Story time (fiction and non-fiction books) and discussion. What is an ocean? What creatures live in the ocean? What are coral reefs? What do you notice about creatures that live near coral reefs? (Tend to be more colourful). Where are coral reefs? Stripe around the middle of the world (could extend to being near the equator as the sea water is hotter/tropical).
· Tiddler – Julia Donaldson, The Snail and the Whale – Julia Donaldson, Winnie and Wilbur Under the Sea – Valerie Thomas, One Day on Our Blue Planet: In the Ocean - Ella Bailey, The Coral Kingdom – Laura Knowles, The Rainbow Fish – Marcus Pfister, Somebody Swallowed Stanley – Sarah Roberts (plastic impacting the ocean).

ELG about The Natural World which will start to develop into NC Knowledge of Human and Physical Processes in Year 1 - Understand some important processes and changes in the natural world around them, including the seasons.
· What are the names and characteristics of each season?
· Understand and use this vocabulary - Sun, rain, wind, snow, frost, clouds, ice, hot, cold, dry, and wet.
· What clothes do we wear in each season? 
· Use special celebrations throughout the year to help describe when seasons happen e.g. Christmas is in Winter, the summer holidays happen in the summer, Easter is in spring, Halloween is in Autumn.

ELG about People, Culture and Communities which will start to develop into NC Knowledge of Place, Location and Human and Physical Processes in Year 1 - Explain some similarities and differences between life in this country and life in other countries, drawing on knowledge from stories, non-fiction texts and (when appropriate) maps. 
Story of Chinese New Year – Myth. How does a different culture celebrate new year? Contrast with how we have celebrated new year (Spring 1).
· Is China near or far away? Adult to show where China and England are on a simple map.
· What special things did I do to celebrate new year?
· How do people celebrate new year in China? Food, dance, stories, red envelopes etc.
· What is different about how Chinese people celebrate?
Kenya – CAFOD unit -(Summer 2).
· Is Kenya near or far away? Adult to show where Kenya and England are on a simple map.
· Is the weather in Kenya different weather in England?
· Do we have enough water here? Do people have enough water in Kenya? Link back to Kenya and less rain.
· What homes do people in Kenya live in? Do not just show mud huts. How is this different to where we live?

ELG about People, Culture and Communities which will start to develop into NC Knowledge of Place, Location and Human and Physical Processes in Year 1 - Describe their immediate environment using knowledge from observation, discussion, stories, non-fiction texts and maps.
· What is a map? Why do we have maps?
· What is a country? What country do we live in? Is England the only country in the world?
· With support, can I recognise England on a simple map? 
· Where is our school? Is it near to the sea?
· What else is our school near to? E.g. Tesco and Buckingham Park.
· Can I create a story map? (Link to creative mapping and The Smartest Giant in Town).
· Can I create a simple map of things important to me in the local area? E.g. Tesco is near my house and the park is near my house.

· What are some of the major cities in South America?
· Where are rainforests? (Locate on maps and digital maps). Focusing on the Amazon Rainforest.
· Where are some of the biggest mountains in the world? Include some mountain ranges - Himalayas, Alps, Andes and Rockies. Where is Mount Everest?  What countries is it in? What mountain range is it a part of?
· Where are some of most active volcanoes in the world? Why are most volcanoes on tectonic plate boundaries?
· Earthquakes usually occur near tectonic plate boundaries. Do we get earthquakes in England?

Place knowledge
South America focus (Endangered Animals and Rainforests)
· What are rainforests? What are the different parts of rainforests? What animals live there? (Build on Year 2 learning). What does endangered mean?
Danger! (Mountains and Volcanoes)
· Why is Mount Everest so famous?
· Why do people climb Mount Everest? Why is it dangerous? What is the Death Zone?
· What is a volcano? What are some of the most active volcanoes in the world?
Ancient Egypt
· Link with History learning. What is the weather/climate like in Egypt? Landmarks e.g. River Nile, Pyramids, temples, museums.
Shoreham
· What are 6 figure grid references? Use with OS maps – trip using maps in Shoreham. Use straight line distances.

Human and Physical knowledge
· Climate zones – temperate, polar, snow, Mediterranean, arid and equatorial. (Build on Year 2 learning of locating hot and cold place).
Rainforests
· Why are rainforests important for people, animals and the environment? How are humans damaging the rainforest? How is this impacting the world? 
· Do humans live in the rainforest? How has the rainforest changed? Settlement and climate focus
Danger! (Mountains and Volcanoes)
· Difference between mountain and hill – key vocab is elevation and peak. What is a mountain range?
· What is a volcano and why are they dangerous? (Pyroclastic flows, ash clouds and volcanic bombs) What causes them? Violent eruptions/lava flowing slowly out. What do they look like? (Mountain/hill). What causes volcanoes? Why do people choose to live near to volcanoes? 
· What are earthquakes and what causes them? (Movement in tectonic plates). Why are they dangerous? 
Ancient Egypt
· Why was the River Nile so important to the Egyptians (religion, culture, drinking, farming/ flooding). Why would they not have survived without the River Nile? Settlement use in Egypt and its impact. What do the natural resources of water in Shoreham give us? E.g. the River Adur / Sea give us? (Fishing, leisure activities, beach, port)
Helping Hands topic
· Recycling. What is it, why do we do it and how does it help? What happens to waste that can’t be recycled? What materials do we need to use less of and why? School trip to Viridor Material Recycling Facility in Ford, Arundel.
· What are the human features of Shoreham, including the effect of the changing landscape on Shoreham? (E.g. New housing development at New Monks Farm).
	Locational knowledge
· History WW2 link - Where were the allied countries? What are the key features of the south coast? Newhaven Fort trip linked with the preparation for D-Day. Use aerial maps.
· North America – Where is it? What countries are in North America? How can maps show different information e.g. population?
· How does location change what time it is in your country? Prime / Greenwich Meridian and time zones. (Including day and night) links to Science.
· Where is Greece? What continent is it in?
· Where did the Mayan civilisation live? (Central and Southern America). Compare location in Mexico / Brazil / with UK.

Place knowledge
· USA – Bigger or smaller than England? Who is the President? What are the major cities and landmarks? Culture e.g. language, food, music etc.
· Greece - Culture e.g. ancient Greek Gods and democracy, language, food, music etc. Bigger or smaller than England? History of Greece’s landscape. What is Greece like now?

Human and Physical knowledge
Shoreham
· What does economy/economic features mean? What are the economic features of Shoreham? Human features of Shoreham – build on using Shoreham Airport. Why was Shoreham vulnerable during the war? (Airfield and port).
· Climate zones - Build on Year 4 work climate zones – what are climate/eco activists? What do they do? David Attenborough and Greta Thunberg.
Brave New World (focusing on the USA)
· What are the similarities and differences between North America and the UK? (Physical geography with including climate zones, distances, infrastructure, transport and jobs. Power and wealth - how does the geography of America help them to be a SUPERNATION? Enquiry based learning.
· Rivers – Build on year 4 work on features of Rivers. Features and their use (focusing on economic benefits).
Ancient Greece topic
· What are the similarities and differences between the USA, the UK and Greece? What is the weather like? (Physical geography with including weather, distances, infrastructure, transport and jobs.
Mysterious Mayans topic (history link)
· What is their Mexico / Brazil economy like? What do they export? Compare with the UK. 
	Locational knowledge
· Understand these terms: latitude, longitude, Equator, Northern Hemisphere, Southern Hemisphere, the Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn, Arctic and Antarctic Circle, the Prime/Greenwich Meridian and time zones (including day and night)
· Where can I find different biomes in the world? Explain the location of different biomes using the above vocabulary.
· Where is Brighton?

Place knowledge
· What are the characteristics of the five different biomes on earth?
· Wider local area – Brighton focus. Where is Brighton? What type of settlement is it?

Human and Physical knowledge
· What are the names and characteristics of the five different biomes on earth? (Aquatic, grassland, forest, desert and tundra). Can be further divided into savanna, temperate grassland, freshwater, marine tropical rainforest, temperate rainforest, and boreal or snow forests (taiga).
· Understand and use the terms: rivers, lakes, oceans, seas, reservoirs, bays, straits, gulfs, glaciers and fjords. 
· The water cycle
· How do humans use water? How can we save water?
How have trains impacted the leisure time? (Link with History and Victorian era) FIELDWORK
· What are the geographical features of Brighton? (Human including population and physical including climate).
· What is tourism?
· Trip to Brighton - Conduct tourism study about why people visit Brighton now. Why are you visiting Brighton? Where have you travelled from? What makes Brighton a special place to visit? Pattern seeking in results. Put data into charts on pie charts on Excel.
· Changes over time (link to Victorian era) – how trains impacted leisure time
· What invention changed how many people could visit Brighton? (Trains)
· Why did lots of Victorians want to visit Brighton? (Seaside, escape from the polluted city air).
· Was it easy for them to visit different countries? (No aeroplanes, cars expensive and not very reliable yet).
· Look at maps from 1515, 1782, 1850 and 2013. How has the landscape changed? How has the land-use changed? Why?
