This week 
Monday’s Gospel assembly set the tone for the week. The children were asked to think about talents; which ones they 

have and how they use them! We heard expert counting and signing from Reception children too. The children decided 

that they should try their best to use their talents to make a difference and to serve others. They also enjoyed the 

parable of the servant and the talents.  

This week, I was able to enjoy a year 6 literacy lesson. The children were writing a review for a fictional airline, run by 

one of the class. Their editing skills and command of interesting vocabulary was excellent. I also know that they have 

been tackling comparing fractions with different denominators! The children in Year 5 have focused on Black History 

month and have also been learning about cubed numbers. Miss Heffernan’s class made stringed instruments and 

developed their own experiment on pitch and volume. Miss Gallagher’s class have been reading and writing about 

elephant poaching. They have produced some very mature pieces of work. The children in Year 2 have been imagining 

what it would have been like to be sent out to work at the grand old age of 6! They have been learning all about the 

lives of Victorian children and have decided that they would rather be in school than up a chimney! (However, they are 

all sitting in rows just like their Victorian counterparts) Year 1 has been a busy place m- they have been learning all 

about 2D and 3D shapes. Mrs Collins tells me that they are doing very well. The shape theme continues into Reception 

where they have been finding out about triangles and squares. Ask them all about it!  

With the weather getting colder and remaining wet, it is really important that the children bring in a coat. I specifically 

ask year 6 to bring in a coat and remind them that they will not be allowed out in wet conditions without one. Quite a 

few feel that they might be too old to bring a coat in. Sadly, that is not the case and can be saved for secondary school!  

A large number of children have been sent to me this week showing off examples of great work. My prize tin has taking 

a bit of a hit but it has been worth it. As a staff, we are beginning to see glimmers of good progress. Whilst we still have 

some catching up to do, the children appear to be coping really well. We are aware that you are also putting in a lot of 

time and effort. We can see where children are practising spellings and reading at home. We also know that many of 

our key stage one parents are practising phonics every day! Your hard work is paying off and we thank you for your 

support. You should be proud of yourselves so make sure that you are also being kind to yourselves. Try and have a 

break at some point over the weekend! We also appreciate how brilliantly you all responded to parents evening 

arrangements.

WOW – The Year-Round Walk to School Challenge 
St Peter’s has been chosen to be part of this nationwide challenge to encourage more children and their families to 
walk to school.  WOW is delivered by Living Streets, the UK charity for everyday walking, to help as many children as 
possible experience the benefits of walking to school.  WOW is a pupil-led initiative where children record in their class 
how they get to school every day.  If they travel sustainably (walk, cycle or scoot) once a week for a month, they get 
rewarded with a badge.  It’s that easy!  For those families who live too far away from the school, or don’t have time to 
walk the whole way to school, you can Park and Stride to help your child earn their WOW badge.  Park at least 5 
minutes away from the school and walk the rest of the way.  
Walking to school remains an effective way to reduce congestion and improve road safety at the school gates, while 
increasing physical activity and benefitting pupil wellbeing.  The government is actively working with schools and local 
authorities to encourage families to walk to school whenever they can during this time.  However, it is important that 
measures in place to protect everyone’s health are always observed.  Living Streets are committed to helping schools 
adapt to changing circumstances, ensuring that everyone involved in the walk to school initiative stays safe. 
We are planning to start the challenge next Monday so please do ask your child about it.  For your information, the 
WOW badges are made using excess yoghurt-pot material previously destined for landfill and are produced in the UK.

Free School Meals (FSM) Eligibility Criteria       ***IMPORTANT*** 
From 1st April 2018 the Government are applying a change to the criteria for award of means tested Free School Meals 
(FSM). 
The new criteria to be eligible for free school meals require that parents and carers are in receipt of one of the 
following benefits – 

 Universal Credit with an annual net earned income of no more than £7,400 

 Income Support 

 Income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance 

 Income-related Employment and Support Allowance 

 Support under Part 6 of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 

 The guarantee element of Pension Credit 

 Working Tax Credit run-on (paid for the four weeks after you stop qualifying for Working Tax Credit) 

 Child Tax Credit (with no Working Tax Credit) with an annual income of no more than £16,190 
Registering for free meals could also raise an extra £1,345 per child which can fund valuable support like extra 
tuition, additional teaching staff or after school activities.  This funding is vital to the school, particularly at the 
moment so we urge you to apply.  If you think your child(ren) may be eligible for free school meals, please contact 
Mrs Matthews in the school office. 
 
Sunrise Breakfast Club 
We are delighted that so many children are enjoying coming to our Sunrise Breakfast Club.  
The Breakfast Club is open every day from 7.45am and costs just £3.50 a session.  Sessions can 

be booked and paid for using the online payment system sQuid.  For further information  

please contact the school office.   It is possible to pay for your child’s sessions at Breakfast Club  

using childcare vouchers.  We are currently registered with the following organisations – Fair Care Services Ltd, RG 

Childcare, Computershare Voucher Services, Edenred, Sodexo, KiddiVouchers, Fideliti, Salary Exchange, Gemelli 

Employee Benefits, Government Tax Free Childcare scheme.  If you use another childcare voucher provider please let 

us know.
